LSF Call for Proposals

This Call for Proposals is for grants to support innovative teaching and learning ideas projects or activities that are linked to the 2007 Topic: Best Practices in Education for the Twenty-first Century.  To be eligible to submit a proposal the applicant must have been an active participant in the 2007 Summer Session in Vilnius, Kaunas, Camp Viltis, or one of the regional sites.  We believe that in supporting educators in bringing their ideas into practice they become change agents in their professional lives.  

It is our hope that we will be able to fund proposals that reflect the diversity of our 2007 participants.  We will consider grants from 200 to 1000 litas, we hope to receive several proposals that require smaller funds so that we will be able to fund more projects throughout Lithuania. 

Guidelines for proposals:

· Proposals must be submitted by individuals who participated in the 2007 Summer Seminars. Proposals may include additional members as a project team.  These additional members need not have participated in the 2007 Summer Seminars.

· Proposals must be submitted electronically by November 1st to:  Ramute Žemioniene, A.P.P.L.E. kab. Didlaukio 82, Vilnius, Lithuania
· Proposals that are funded require that the individuals who have submitted the applications must submit a final report by June 15th, 2008 with a final budget.

· Recipients of LSF grants will be asked to participate in an LSF Project Session in Vilnius in July 2008.

Evaluation Considerations:

1. How does the proposal link to the topic Best Practices in Education for the Twenty-first Century?

2. Is the rationale for this project clearly stated?  Is the project appropriate for the group with which it plans to conduct the project? Is the project doable?

3. Who will benefit from this project or activity and how will they benefit? 

4. Is the project feasible?  Has the applicant considered potential obstacles or problems?

5. What is the timeline for this project or activity?  Is it a realistic timeline?  Will the project be able to be completed in the timeframe indicated?

6. Is there a budget for the requested funds? Are there any in-kind contributions to this project?  (Note: Any equipment purchased with these funds becomes the property of the school or community group involved in the project, not the applicant.)
